The Times New Roman font should be used throughout the paper. 
The title should be set in 14 pt boldface, centered, single line spacing.

The names of the authors should be set in 12 pt, centered. The spacing before and after the paragraph is 12 pt and 6 pt, respectively.

The affiliation should be set in 9 pt, centered. The spacing after the paragraph is 18 pt.

The body text should be set in 10 pt, justified, hyphenated, first line indent 0.6 cm, single line spacing, in two columns of equal width, spacing between columns is 0.6 cm.
The section headings, if required, should be set in 10 pt boldface, centered in the column, single-space. The spacing before and after the heading is 12 pt and 6 pt, respectively.
The tables should be set in 9 pt. If there is more than one table, the tables should be numbered. The words “Table 1” should be set in italic and right-aligned.

The figures should fit the column width. Alternatively, wider figures may be placed at the top or bottom of the page. Please make sure that all the text in the figure is legible. Color figures will be reproduced in black and white.
